NACKER

Meaning: NACKER (noun): something that is in poor condition or has become worn
out, often causing inconvenience or failure.

1. The old car was such a nacker that it broke down before we even left the driveway.
2. After running marathons for years, | realized my knees had become a real nacker.
3. He always joked that his back was a nacker after a long day at work.

4. Her voice was a nacker, rasping and tired after the three-hour concert.

5. Seeing the kids play in the muddy field was a nacker for my freshly cleaned shoes.
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
